          It is my pleasure to run the seed exchange for the Meconopsis Group and to invite you to donate seed.  

          I would ask members who have surplus seed of Meconopsis which they feel is ‘true to name’, to send it to me at the above address.  If you would like to receive packets of seed please send a stamped-addressed envelope and I will send a list of available seed. There will be a modest charge for the rarer species and seed in short supply. As is normal practice with seed exchanges, priority will be given to donors. 

          Once I have received a reasonable quantity of seed I will prepare a list of species and fertile hybrids, and will send this to those who have requested it.  It should be noted that most fertile big perennial blue poppy hybrids will very likely be ‘Lingholm’ (Fertile Blue Group).  If you are not sure of its status please label it Meconopsis Fertile Blue Group or if you are sure that it is distinct from M. ‘Lingholm’ please make this clear.  Details about distinctiveness would be most desirable in the interests of the studies of the Meconopsis Group.
